
Quick Setup - Evolution HD DTA Remote 

 
 Programming Instructions: 
 

1. Hold the Setup button until the light on the remote turns 
green. 

2. Enter the 5-digit code for your TV brand. 

3. Test the TV function buttons to make sure they work, i.e. 
the power button, volume up and down and mute. 

1. If the code doesn't program your remote or other TV 
function keys don't work, like the volume keys, repeat 
from the beginning with the next code for your TV 
brand.  Refer to the HD Digital Adapter Remote 
Control User Guide for a full list of programming 
codes 

2. The TV Input key will not work on all models. If you 
go thru all the codes for your TV and the volume keys 
work but not the TV Input key then your model will 
not be able to utilize that function key.
